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ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
FINANCIAL SUSPENSIONS NOW IN FORCE

As promised in recent weeks financial suspensions are now in force for all clubs that have not 
settled their accounts in full. There has been plenty of warnings given, and little sympathy 
remains for account defaulters. Formal Notices of Suspension will be issued later today, and 
clubs will have until 5pm this coming Thursday to get their financial affairs in order or not play 
this week.

Effective immediately, clubs will not be able to register or renew players unless their club 
account is in credit by sufficient amount to cover the registration costs.   Players who have 
been sent off will now not be released from suspension until the send-off fine has been paid, 
and all automatic fines and Tribunal fines must be paid within 14 days.

These measures may seem extreme, but  are necessary to curb the rising bad debt problem we 
have experienced in recent years. The only alternative is to accept the bad debt as a business 
expense and raise every other club’s fees to make up the shortfall. And that isn’t going to 
happen.

A memorandum listing suspended clubs will be sent to ALL clubs at 5pm on Tuesday, 
Wednesday and Thursday. If your club is still on the 5pm Thursday list, your match for this 
week will be cancelled at that time.

HOW TO RING IN YOUR SCORES
Last  week Campbellfield Lions beat  Kensington City in the senior match. The score was 5 - 1.  
When Campbellfield rang to leave the result, the phone connection was just OK - not  great, and 
Campbellfield said “Cambellfield WON 5 - 1”   The 1 was muffled and so it sounded on the tape 
like “Campbellfield WON 5”  Now, as you are all aware, the word WON sounds exactly like the 
word ONE.  WON is not a very smart word to use when your leaving a message involving 
numbers, particularly if English is not your first language.

We have said this many times before, and several times already this year, but clearly that is not 
enough. So here we go again:

When leaving the scores on the results service just give the scores with the HOME TEAM score 
first, regardless of which team won the match. There is NO NEED to tell us who won. We can 
figure that out from the score. Here is an example of how the score for the above match should 
have been given:

“Here are the scores from Campbellfield Lions versus Kensington City. In the reserves match it 
was 1 - 1 and in the seniors it  was 5 - 1.”   See how easy that was? No need to say WON 
anywhere.
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REFEREEING OFFSIDE!GUIDANCE

Law 11 (OFFSIDE) defines an offside position and goes on to 
state that a player in an offside position is only penalised if, 
at the moment the ball touches or is played by a team mate, 
the player is involved in active play.

Active play is further defined as one of three things.  It is 
either:

1.   Interfering with Play
2.   Interfering with an opponent
3.   Gaining an Advantage from being in that position.

In the context of Law 11 – Offside, the following definitions apply:

• “nearer to his opponentsʼ goal line” means that any part of a playerʼs head, body or feet is nearer 
to his opponentsʼ goal line than both the ball and the second-last opponent. The arms are not 
included in this definition

• “interfering with play” means playing or touching the ball passed or touched by a team-mate

• “interfering with an opponent” means preventing an opponent from playing or being able to play the 
ball by clearly obstructing the opponentʼs line of vision or movements or making a gesture or 
movement which, in the opinion of the referee, deceives or distracts an opponent

• “gaining an advantage by being in that position” means playing a ball that rebounds to him off a 
goalpost or the crossbar having been in an offside position or playing a ball that rebounds to him 
off an opponent having been in an offside position

When an offside offence occurs, the referee awards an indirect free kick to be taken from the position of the 
offending player when the ball was last played to him by one of his team-mates.

Any defending player leaving the field of play for any reason without the refereeʼs permission shall be 
considered to be on his own  goal line or touch line for the purposes of offside until the next stoppage in 
play. If the player leaves the fi eld of play deliberately, he must be cautioned when the ball is next out of 
play.

It is not an offence in itself for a player who is in an offside position to step off the fi eld of play to show the 
referee that he is not involved in active play. However, if the referee considers that he has left the field of 
play for tactical reasons and has gained an unfair advantage by re-entering the fi eld of play, the player 
must be cautioned for unsporting behaviour. The player needs to ask for the refereeʼs permission to re-
enter the field of play.

If an attacking player remains stationary between the goalposts and inside the goal net as the ball enters 
the goal, a goal must be awarded. However, if the attacking player distracts an opponent, the goal must be 
disallowed, the player cautioned for unsporting behaviour and play restarted with a dropped ball from the 
position of the ball when play was stopped, unless play was stopped inside the goal area, in which case the 
referee drops the ball on the goal area line parallel to the goal line at the point nearest to where the ball was 
located when play was stopped.
